Lessons learnt:

Based on PNG’s achievements and challenges, a number of key lessons learned can be drawn that build on
international best practice in FCCB on regulatory, capacity development and awareness raising as well as public
private partnerships:

- Conflicting sector policies and absence of an integrated approach towards enforcement of FCCB laws
and regulations — While PNG’s central policy framework highlights the importance of stewardship of natural
resources and responsible development, there remain significant conflicts across sector policies and targets.
The MDTP 3 (2018-22) targets increase in the land area under conservation: from 5% to 10%, and to reduce
annual rates of primary forest loss: from 9% to 2%10, but also targets significant increases in agricultural
