THE EUROPEAN COMMISSION,
Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU),

Having regard to Regulation (EU, Euratom) 2018/1046 of the European Parliament and of the

In order to ensure the implementation of the annual action plan in favour of the
Republic of Mozambique 2022 — Part 2, it is necessary to adopt a annual financing
decision, which constitutes the annual work programme, for 2022. Article 110 of
Regulation (EU, Euratom) 2018/1046 (‘the Financial Regulation”) establishes detailed
rules on financing decisions.

The envisaged assistance is to comply with the conditions and procedures set out by
the restrictive measures adopted pursuant to Article 215 TFEUS.

The actions provided for in this Decision contribute to climate mainstreaming in line
with the European Green Deal and the inter-institutional agreement.

The Commission has adopted the National Multiannual Indicative Programme* for the
period 2021-2027, which sets out the following priorities: Growing Green, Growing
Youth and Governance, Peace and a Just Society.

The objectives pursued by the annual action plan to be financed under the Regulation
(EVU) 2021/947 geographic programme ‘Sub-Saharan Africa’ are to support
Mozambique’s transformation through economic, social and political inclusion.
Specific proposals targeting resilience in the three Northern provinces will bild on an
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
