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If negotiations with the envisaged entity fail, parts of the action may be implemented in indirect 

management with another entity(ies) using the same criteria as mentioned above. If the entity(ies) is 

replaced, the decision to replace it needs to be justified.  

4.4.2 Changes from indirect to direct management mode (and vice versa) due to exceptional 

circumstances (one alternative second option) 

If negotiations with another envisaged entity(ies) as specified in 4.4.1 fail for output 3.1, this action may 

be implemented for the output 3.1 in direct management mode (grants). 

Grants: (direct management) 

(a) Purpose of the grant(s) 

The grant will contribute to achieving the objectives and expected Output 3.1 (Sustainably financed 

community-led marine and coastal habitats conservation and restoration initiatives implemented).  

(b) Type of applicants targeted 

The type of applicants targeted for funding are: legal entities non-profit making Non-Governmental 

Organisations (NGOs) or assimilated Civil Society Organisations, or respective networks, platforms or 

federations active in the field of intervention or International Organizations and Agencies. 

4.5  Scope of geographical eligibility for procurement and grants 

The geographical eligibility in terms of place of establishment for participating in procurement and 

grant award procedures and in terms of origin of supplies purchased as established in the basic act and 

set out in the relevant contractual documents shall apply. 

The Commission’s authorising officer responsible may extend the geographical eligibility on the basis 

of urgency or of unavailability of services in the markets of the countries or territories concerned, or in 

other duly substantiated cases where application of the eligibility rules would make the realization of 

this Action impossible or exceedingly difficult (Article 28(10) NDICI-Global Europe Regulation).
