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4 IMPLEMENTATION ARRANGEMENTS 

4.1 Financing Agreement 

In order to implement this action, it is not envisaged to conclude a financing agreement with Uganda. 

4.2 Indicative Implementation Period  

The indicative operational implementation period of this action, during which the activities described in 

section 3 will be carried out and the corresponding contracts and agreements implemented, is 48 months from 

the date of adoption by the Commission of this Financing Decision.

Grants: (direct management)  

(a) Purpose of the grant(s) 

A part of this Action may be implemented through grant(s) to entities in order to carry out activities related 

to Specific Objective 1 and this will include activities related to Outputs 1.1, 1.2, 1.4, 1.5 and 1.6. 

(b) Type of applicants targeted  

The targeted applicant is an organisation or consortium of organisations of Geological Surveys, which have 

experience working in the mining sector and in improving the quantity and quality of geological data available 

on the deposits of CRMs and other important minerals in the country, as well as providing capacity building 

to national geological survey institutions.     

The part of the action under the budgetary envelope reserved for grants may, partially or totally and including 

where an entity is designated for receiving a grant, be implemented in indirect management with an entity, 

which will be selected by the Commission’s services using the following criteria: (i) be a legal entity and non-

profit-making organisation; ii) experienced in managing EU funded support programmes; iii) experienced in 

interventions in line with the sustainable management of geological resources; iv) experienced in operations 

in Africa with specific attention to geosciences-activities. 

 Direct Management (Procurement) 

Implementation through procurement will contribute to achieving Specific Objective 2 of this Action 

“Position the EU as a partner of reference in Uganda, in line with Global Gateway and Team Europe
