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Cybersecurity functions: The National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) defines the five functions of IT security as identifying, protecting, detecting, responding and retrieving. These functions represent the
main pillars for a successful cybersecurity programme, at the same time, can help companies facilitate cybersecurity risk management, understand what steps to take in case of a cyberattack, and make better decisions.
SMES: According to the National Commission for Micro and Small Enterprises, a small enterprise is defined as a natural or legal person operating in the various sectors of the economy, through an economic unit with a
level of gross annual sales greater than 482 up to 4,817 higher monthly minimum wages and a maximum of 50 employees. And medium-sized enterprise is a production unit with 50 to 200 employees and a value of sales
or gross annual income between one million one (USD 1.000.001,00) and five million (USD 5.000.000,00) of US dollars.

The digital maturity of SMEs will be determined on the basis of a digital route tool driven by the IDB and implemented by the El Salvador Ministry of Economy, which provides a complete report on the state of
technological adoption and its digital skills, as well as determining their initial digital maturity as a novato, competent, advanced and expert.
